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What if our greatest goal is to please God
above anything else?

2 Corinthians 5:9 (NLT) “So whether we are here in this
body or away from this body, our goal is to please Him.”

Hebrews 11:6 (NIV) “And without faith it is impossible to
please God, because anyone who comes to Him must

believe that He exists and that He rewards those who
earnestly seek Him.”

If we are going to be a church that pleases God,
we must be a faith-filled church.

2 Corinthians 5:7 (NKJV) “For we walk by faith, not by
sight.”

Is your faith pleasing to God?

If God answered every prayer that you prayed by faith
last week, what would be different in the world?
