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Our society tends to move toward treasuring material possessions or one-time experiences more than 
treasuring Jesus who is the true reason for the season.

Luke 2:19 (NIV) “But Mary treasured up all these things and pondered them in her heart.” 

Pondering is thinking about something deeply.

Isaiah 1:4a (GW) “How horrible it will be for a nation that sins. Its people are loaded down with guilt.” 

Isaiah 64:1a (NLT) “Oh, that You would burst from the heavens and come down!”

Isaiah is hungry to have the Holy One enter our
whacked-out world in an extraordinary manner.

ISAIAH’S HOPE FOR JESUS

1. This hope is a sure Sign. 

Isaiah 7:2b (NIV) “So the hearts of Ahaz and his people were shaken, as the trees of the forest are shaken by the wind.” 
Isaiah 7:9b (NIV) “If you do not stand firm in your faith, you will not stand at all.” 
Isaiah 7:13 (NIV) “Hear now, you house of David! Is it not enough to try the patience of humans? Will you try the patience of my God also?” 
Isaiah 7:14 (NIV) “Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign. The virgin will conceive and give birth to a Son, and will call Him Immanuel.” 

· The Lord Himself will give the Sign. 
· The Sign was given to all of us. 
Luke 2:10 (NIV) “The angel said to them, ‘Do not be afraid. I bring you good news that will cause great joy for all the people.’” 
· The Sign will be a Son born to a virgin. 

Matthew 1:22-23 (NIV) “All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: 23 ‘The virgin will conceive and give birth to a Son, and they will call Him Immanuel’ (which means, ‘God with us’).”

2. This hope is the sent Son. 

Isaiah 9:1 (NIV) “Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in distress. In the past He (God) humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the future He will honor Galilee.”

Isaiah 9:2 (NIV) “The people walking in darkness have seen a great light; on those living in the land of deep darkness a light has dawned.” 

John 8:12 (NIV) “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows Me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.” 

Isaiah 9:6 (NIV) “For to us a Child is born, to us a Son is given, and the government will be on His shoulders. And He will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.” 

Luke 1:32a (NIV) “He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High.”

3. This hope is a Shoot from a stump root. 

Isaiah 11:1-2a (NIV) “A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse; from his roots a Branch will bear fruit. 2 The Spirit of the LORD will rest on Him.” 

Luke 2:4 (NIV) “So Joseph also went up from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to Bethlehem the town of David, because he belonged to the house and line of David.” 

Isaiah 11:6 (NIV) “The wolf will live with the lamb, the leopard will lie down with the goat, the calf and the lion and the yearling together; and a little child will lead them.” 

4. This hope is the suffering Savior. 

Matthew 1:21 (NIV) “She will give birth to a Son, and you are to give Him the name Jesus, because He will save His people from their sins.” 

Isaiah 53:3-5 (NIV) “He was despised and rejected by mankind, a man of suffering, and familiar with pain. Like one from whom people hide their faces He was despised, and we held Him in low esteem. 4Surely He took up our pain and bore our suffering, yet we considered Him punished by God, stricken by Him, and afflicted. 5But He was pierced for our transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was on Him, and by His wounds we are healed.”

John 12:41 (NIV) “Isaiah said this because he saw Jesus’ glory and spoke about Him.” 

Isaiah’s prophecies about Christ give us hope inside our hearts 
and minds and when they’re fulfilled in us, they bring peace.

Isaiah 1:18 (NIV) “‘Come now, let us settle the matter’ says the Lord. ‘Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall be like wool.’” 

Open your life to the hope of Jesus that Christmas brings!
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
